Background: NERC Board of Trustees adopted PRC-006-0 in February 8, 2005. This standard was not accepted by FERC because it referred to the Regional Reliability Organization (RRO) as the responsible entity.  The RRO’s are not owners, operators or users of the Bulk Power System. The NERC Standard Drafting Team then developed a list of performance characteristics and posted these for comment in July of 2008. In September of 2008, after receiving notification from NERC to develop a regional standard, MRO began development of the MRO Regional UFLS Standard based on these characteristics. 
The current MRO UFLS program is a collection of the MAIN Guide NO. 1B (approved May 9, 2003), the MAPP Coordinated Underfrequency Load Shedding Program (approved April 28, 2000) and the SaskPower Program. This proposed MRO standard would replace the existing three documents with a single regional document that includes the draft Regional Standard Characteristics that were posted for comment in July of 2008.

This standard is intended to develop high-quality requirements to serve as a basis for a UFLS program that will provide for an adequate level of reliability in the bulk power system specific to the MRO Region.
